¢ Main conclusions of the Kick-Off Meetings

e Heterogeneity in the demand of stakeholders
* Often “cost of diseases” approaches (gather north / south & micro macro)
* Relevant empirical questions as guidelines for next workshop sessions

e High need on promoting mutual understanding
(shared definitions, interdisciplinary learning etc)

e Economics is not accounting
* Deconstruction of all the a priori
* From technical questions to the formulation of research questions
* From scientific discomfort area to a (emerging niche) domain of research
* Proper understanding of economic behaviours and interplays

e Drawing on what already exists in economics
